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CORPORATION OF THE TOWN OF RENFREW

BY-LAW NUMBER 55-90

Being a By-Law to regulate the use of lands and the
character, location and use of buildings and
structures within the Town of Renfrew pursuant to
Section 34 of the Planning Act, 1983.

WHEREAS Section 34 of the Planning Act, 1983, provides that the
Council of a local municipality may pass by-laws to'regulate the use of

lands and character, location, and use of buildings and structures; and

WHEREAS the Council of the Corporation of the Town of Renfrew

has recommended that such a by-law be enacted in order to implement the
policies and designations contained within the Official Plan for the
Town of Renfrew adopted by Council on June 29, 1987; and

WHEREAS the Council of the Corporation of the Town of Renfrew
considers it advisable to restrict the use of land and the erection of

buildings and structures on land situated within the Town of Renfrew in
order to ensure proper and orderly development: and

WHEREAS the Council of the Corporation of the Town of Renfrew
has deemed it to be in the public interest that such a by-law be
enacted.

NOW THEREVFORE the Council of the Corporation of the Town of
Renfrew enacts as follows:
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BY-LAW 55-90

SECTION 1

AUTHORIZATION AND ADMINISTRATION

TITLE

This By-Law shall be known as the "Zoning By-Law" of the
Corporation of the Town of Renfrew.

DEFINED AREA

The provisions of this By-Law shall apply to all lands within
the boundaries of the Corporation._

SCOPE

VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES

(a) Every person who contravenes .any Provisions of this By-
Law is guilty of an offence and on conviction is liable,

(1) on a first conviction to a fine of not more
than Twenty-Five Thousand ($25,000.00)
Dollars; and .

which he was first convicted.

(b} Where a corporation is convicted under Section 1.4 (a),
the maximum prenalty that may be imposed is,

(i) on a first conviction g fine of not more than
Fifty Thousand ($50,000.00); ang

(ii) On a subsequent conviction a fine of not more
than Twenty-Five Thousand ($25,000.00) Dollars
for each day or part thereof upon which the
contravention has continued after the day on
which the Corporation was first convicted,

and not as provided in Section 1.4 (a).
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(c) Wwhere a conviction is entered under Section 1.4 (a), in
addition to any other remedy or penalty provided by law,
the court in which the conviction has been entered, and
any court of competent jurisdiction thereafter, may make
an order prohibiting the continuation or repetition of
the offence by the person convicted.

(d) Nothing herein contained shall in any way modify, affect
or derogate from any other remedy available to the
Corporation or any other corporation or person with
respect to such contravention.

REPEAL OF EXISTING BY-LAWS

Comprehensive Zoning By-Law 35-74 and amendments made thereto
to the date of enactment of this By-Law, save and except for
the lands referred to in By-Laws identified and as provided
for in Schedule 'B' hereto, be and the same are hereby
repealed.

EFFECTIVE DATE

This By-Law shall come into effect on the first day of
January, 1991, and shall come into force in accordance with
Section 34 of the Planning Act, 1983, as amended.

VALIDITY

Should any section, clause or provision of this By-Law be
held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the
validity of the remainder of the By-Law shall not be
affected.

ADMINISTRATOR

This By-Law shall be administered by the person designated by
the Council of The Town of Renfrew as the “Zoning
Administrator".

INSPECTION OF PREMISES

The Chief Building Official or Zoning Administrator or any
officer or employee of the Corporation, upon producing proper
identification, may enter at all reasconable times to inspect
and examine any building or premises for which a permit or
order has been issued and no officer or person acting under
his instruction shall enter any room or place used as a
dwelling unit without the consent of the owner or without a
warrant issued pursuant to The Provincial Offences Act, if
there is reason to believe that provisions of this By-law are
not being complied with and for the purpose of carrying out
his duties under this By-Law.



LICENCES AND PERMITS

In addition to fulfilling the requirements of this By-
Law, no person shall commence to erect, alter or repair
any building or structure without first obtaining a
Building Permit from the Municipality, as provided in
the Building By-Law Number 13-88. Similarly, no change
shall be made in the type of use of any land, building
or structure without first obtaining from the
Municipality an amendment to this By~-Law.

No municipal permit, certificate, or licence shall be
issued where the said permit is required for a proposed
use of land or a proposed erection, alteration,
enlargement, or use of any building or structure that is
in violation of any provision of this By-Law.

Notwithstanding any other part of this Section, when a
proposed use of land, or a pProposed erection,
alteration, enlargement or use of any building or
structure does not require the issuance of a licence or
permit, nothing in this By-Law shall relieve the owner
of any land, building, or structure from complying with
all other aspects of this By-Law.

APPLICATION FOR PERMITS

In addition to all requirements of the Building By-Law 13-88,
or any other By-Law of the Corporation, every application for
a building permit shall be accompanied by plans, prepared, if
deemed necessary, by an Ontario Land Surveyor, drawn to scale
and showing the following:

the true dimensions of the lot to be built upon or
otherwise used;

the proposed location, height and dimensions of any
building or structure or use proposed for such lot;

the proposed location and dimensions of any yards,
setback, landscaped open space, off-street parking
Spaces or off-street loading facilities required by this
By-Law;

the location of all exlsting buildings and structures on
the lot shown on the plan;

a8 statement signed by the owner, or his duly authorized
agent, indicating the exact use pProposed for each
aforesaid building, structure or use, and giving all
information necessary to determine if such proposed or
existing building, structure or use conforms with the
requirements of this By-Law.
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NON-CONFORMING USES

Nothing in this By-Law shall prevent the use of any
land, building or structure for any purpose prohibited
by this By-Law if such land, building, or structure was
lawfully used for such purpose on the day of the passing
of this By-Law, so long as it continues to be used for
that purpose. If a non~conforming building should be
damaged by fire, flood, wind, oxr earthquake, nothing in
this By-Law shall prevent such a building from being
restored and strengthened to a safe condition, provided
the height and bulk are not increased.

‘Where a building has been erected prior to the date of

passing of this By-lLaw on a lot having less than the
minimum frontage and/or lot area, or having less than
the minimum front yvyard and/or side yard and/or rear yard
required by this By-Law, the said building may be
enlarged, reconstructed, repaired, or renovated,
provided that:

(i) any reconstruction, repair, or renovation does
not further reduce the front vard and/or side
yard and/or rear yard having less than the
minimum required by this By-law; and

(ii) any enlargement shall comply with the required
minimum front yard and/or side yard and/or
rear yard as required by this By-Law; and

(iid) the enlargement, reconstruction, repair, or
renovation complies with all other applicable
provisions of this By-Law.

Nothing in this By-Law shall prohibit the erection of a
building or structure for which a building permit has
been issued prior to the date of passing of this By-Law.

Where a lot having a lesser lot frontage and/or lot area
than that required by this By~-Law is:

(1) held under distinct and Separate ownership
from abutting lots on or before the date of
passing of this By-Law as evidenced by the
records of the Registry Office; or

(ii) a lot on a registered plan of subdivision; or

(ii4) created as a result of expropriation or
highway widening or other land acquisition by
Her Majesty the Queen in right of Ontario or
Canada or any Crown agency or corporation, or
any municipality, or any other authority
having statutory powers of expropriation; and

(iv) where such lot is not located in a Holding
Zone established under this By-Law;

such lot shall be deemed to conform to the lot frontage
and lot area requirements of this By-Law.

Notwithstanding any other aspect of this By-Law, where
any lot referred to in (d) above is located in any
Residential Zone, only a single detached dwelling, and
structures accessory thereto, may be erected, altered
and used on said lot. '

Notwithstanding any other aspect of this By-Law, any lot
and the location therecn of any building, or structure
accessory thereto, which existed on or before September
23, 1974, shall be deemed to comply with the relevant
regulations for setback, building line, front vard, side
yard, rear yard, and lot coverage.

Notwithstanding any other aspect of this By-Law, where a
use, building, or structure which was lawfully
established prior to the day of passing of this By-Law
has been used for a purpose not permitted in the zone in
which it is situated but the said use has been
discontinued for a period of twelve (12) months or
longer, the said building or structure may only be used
again for a use that conforms to this By-Law.

SITE PLAN CONTROL

Any development on lands subject to this By-Law shall also be
subject to the provisions of Town of Renfrew By-Law Number
45-85, being a Site Plan Control Area By-Law.

INFORMATION AS TO CONFORMITY

(a)

Any person requiring written information as to whether a
lot is being used or that any building erected or used
thereon is situated or used in conformity with the
provisions of this By-Law, shall present to the Zoning
Administrator or his authorized alternate:

(1) an application fee in an amount established by
Council by resolution from time to time;

(ii) a plan of survey signed by an Ontario Land
Surveyor showing the boundaries of the lot and
the location of all buildings and structures
thereon;

(iii) a statement signed by the owner of the lot, or
the owner's agent, as to all uses being made
of the said lot and of any buildings or
structures thereon;

{(iv) any other information as the Zoning
Administrator or his authorized alternate may
require.

Information as to conformity issued hereunder is subject
to the condition that the Corporation of the Town of -
Renfrew shall not be bound by any information issued in
error.

Where information is issued with respect to a non-
conforming use such information shall so state.

If an application for information as to conformity does
not comply with section 1.14 (a), the Zoning
Administrator or his authorized alternate may issue such
information notwithstanding such noncompliance, if he is
satisfied as to the correctness and adequacy of the
application made.

ERRORS AND OMISSIONS -~ OBLIGATION TO COMPLY

The lack of a survey or adequate information or an exror or
omission does not relieve the Applicant from the
responsibility for complying with any of the provisions of
this By-Law.



SECTION 2

DEFINITIONS

For the purpose of this By-Law, the definitions and
interpretations given in this Section shall govern. 1In this By-
Law, the word "shall” is mandatory and not directory, and the word
"may" is permissive. Words in the plural include the singular
number and words in the singular include the plural number. Words
used in the present tense include the future. The word “"used"
shall include the words "intended to be used®” and "designed to be
used or occupied”. i

BCCESSORY shall mean a building, structure or use incidental
and subordinate to the principal use on the lot, building, or
structure and which is carried on upon the same lot as such
principal use, building or structure. Examples of accessory
buildings or structures are a detached garage, a storage
shed, a swimming pool, heating and cooling apparatus, and a
satellite dish.

AGRICULTURAL USE shall mean the use of any land, building or
structure for the purpose of the growing of field Ccrops,
flower gardening, truck gardening, berry crops, tree crops,
nurseries, aviaries, apiaries, or farms for the grazing,
breeding, raising, boarding or training of livestock, or
breeding or raising of poultry, and may include the sale of
such produce, crops, livestock, or poultry on the same lot.

ALTER shall mean, when used in reference to a building or
part thereof, to change any one (1) or more of the internal
or external dimensions of such building, or to change the
type of construction of the exterior walls or roof thereof.
When used in reference to a lot, the word alter shall mean to
change any one or more of the dimensions of the lot.

ATTACHED shall mean a building or structure otherwise
complete in itself, which depends for structural support, or
complete enclosure, upon a division wall or walls shared in
common with adjacent buildings or structures.

AUTOMOBILE BODY REPAIR SHOP shall mean a building or
structure used for the painting or repairing of vehicle
bodies or parts thereof but excludes an automobile wrecking
yard or salvage yard.

AUTOMOBILE DEALERSHIP shall mean a building or lot where new
and used automobiles and/or trucks are sold, and where all
servicing of such vehicles takes place within @ building.
